• ASTM approved helmets must be worn at all times while riding at the Farm. No exceptions. 
• Dogs must be leashed and mannerly at all times. NO EXCEPTIONS
• Brigadoon Farm, Aspire Equine and ECTB will not be held responsible for any accident, loss, or damage that can occur to any rider, horse, spectator, or equipment before, during, or after the event.
• Three competitors must complete a class for points to count toward ECTBL standings.
• Oxers are not permitted in Cross Rail or .70 Meter Jumper classes.
• Oxers may be used in .80 Meter and above with breakaway cups.
• Combinations may not be used below .80 Meter.
•Two refusals will incur elimination.

Management reserves the right to combine or divide sections based on entries.
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
