Jeremy is well known in the Chester Springs area 
having lived and taught here since 1971. He has a very 
extensive clinic circuit which takes him the length and 
breadth of the country and abroad. His students are 
competing with phenomenal success from Training Level thru Grand Prix. He also holds the 
British Horse Society’s Instructor’s Certificate.  
 
For those who don’t know him, Jeremy was a member of the British Equestrian Team from the 
late 50’s thru the mid 60’s and won the prestigious Burghley 3 Day Event in 1965. During this 
time he received a very classical dressage education mainly from the late Robert Hall, who was 
himself a graduate of the Spanish Riding School and trainer of the British Olympic Dressage 
Team, and Baron Hans von Blixen-Finecke. After coming to the United States in 1969, Jeremy 
ran the Potomac West riding school in California before coming to Pennsylvania to take over 
Foxhollow Farm in Chester Springs. He began to specialize in Dressage in the 80’s and went on 
to achieve his USDF Gold Medal. 
 
Jeremy’s philosophy is to make horses as comfortable in their work as possible and to help 
riders get the best they can out of their horses! He is passionate about his teaching and his 
greatest reward is seeing a happy horse and rider leaving the ring with smiles on their faces! He 
is equally comfortable teaching Training Level Riders and their horse as those competing at the 
upper levels. Whether you simply want to improve your riding skills and delve deeper into the 
art of dressage, or to improve your competition scores, Jeremy can help you!
