Classes: All USEF/USDF levels welcome- lead line through FEI, eventing tests, &  western dressage. 
Series End Awards: Level awards will be given for the following levels- Intro, Training, First Level, Second & Above, and MFS . Minimum of two shows and three rides at the same level & same horse/rider combination except for musical freestyle where qualify requirements are two shows and two rides. For rider/horse combinations with more than two rides, the lowest score will be dropped, and all other scores averaged. For rider/horse combinations with two rides, both scores will count.  Minimum average of 55% is required. 
Costume Awards:  Each show in the series will have a costume theme. Awards will be given at end of each show for best costumes. Costumes are encouraged but not required. 
Registration:  Reserve a spot via http://www.striderpro.com. Only completed online entries will be accepted. No mailed entries will be accepted at this time.  In the event the show is oversubscribed, PVDA Clarksville Chapter members (with memberships before December 1, 2021) will receive priority entry over non-Chapter members.  All others will be placed on a waiting list. Therefore, StriderPro registration does not guarantee entry.  
A completed entry includes the online StriderPro entry form, current coggins, proof of PVDA membership (or non-member fee), & payment. Entries must be completed electronically through Strider Pro. Partial entries will not be accepted.  
Trailer parking is very limited and backing up will likely be required. 
Please specify the size of your rig and number of entrants that will be trailering together. 
Payment:  Payment must be completed through the StriderPro site when entering online or alternative payment arrangements must be made with the show manager. PVDA VOLUNTEER CERTIFICATES ARE NOT accepted at Chapter events for payment.  If you have Clarksville Chapter credits please contact the show manager regarding payment.

Additional Info: Small outdoor arena for warm-up weather permitting. Regulation size indoor arena with sound system for musical freestyles.
